APPLICATION FOR A GRANT FROM

 THE WILLIAM AND JANE MORRIS FUND

Notes for Applicants

The Morris Fund was formed in 1939 following the death of May Morris, William and Jane’s younger daughter.  By her will the Society received her residuary estate ‘for the purpose of providing a fund for the protection of ancient buildings’, so perpetuating one of her father’s chief interests.  May Morris required that grants should be made only to works which were carried out in accordance with the principles of the Society for the Protection of Ancient Buildings (SPAB).  In practice the income from the fund has been devoted almost entirely to making grants towards the repair of churches and church fittings.  The income of the Fund is not large (approximately £13,000 a year).  The Fund committee is composed of Officers of the Society and Fellows qualified to advise on applications.  Grant applications must be received by 31 August for consideration in the following November or by 31 March for consideration in the following May.  Grants will be paid shortly after the relevant meeting.

Applications will normally be accepted only according to the following criteria and terms:

· Grants are limited to churches, chapels and other places of worship in the United Kingdom.

· Only buildings or monuments erected before 1896 (the date of the death of William Morris) will be eligible.

· Assurances are required that grant-aided work will be completed within one year of receipt of the grant and the conservator must certify the completion of the work.

· Preference is given to limited programmes of work concerned with the conservation of non-structural features: e.g. stained glass windows, sculpture, furniture, internal monuments and tombs, and wall paintings.

· Applications for grants towards major structural repairs and fabric maintenance are considered only under exceptional circumstances.

Please note the following restrictions:

· Applications for repairs to bells or organs, for alteration to or decoration of buildings, for electrical rewiring, the repair of central heating systems, improvements to access and installation of amenities are excluded.

· Grants will not normally exceed the sum of £1,000.

· Grants will not be paid for works already completed.

· Applications will be considered only when the appropriate professional has been engaged to direct the work.

In completing the application:
You must submit 12 copies of your completed application form.

Your application should not exceed 3 sides of A4 and font size should be no smaller than 10 pt.

Reports or supporting documents do not need to be copied as the committee will examine these when they meet.

· As the application only is circulated to the Committee for initial consideration it is important that you do not answer questions with “refer to the attachment” statements.

· Section 4 - an architect's specification or conservator's report and recommendations is requested.  Absence of these supporting documents normally means that the application is rejected.

· Please submit appropriate illustrative material (photographs, guidebooks etc.) and enclosed a stamped self-addressed envelope if you would like them to be returned.

· Please give precise figures of costs and funds available, especially from English Heritage and other public funds.

· It is essential your application includes, a) what item the application is for, b) its importance and date, c) its individual cost, d) the technical details, and e) how the grant will be spent.

· This form should be used and should not exceed more than 3 sides of A4 and font size no smaller than Font 10.

3. Please describe briefly the building and any other particulars.  ('I enclose a copy of a brief history of the church' or 'enclosed' does not help the Committee.  'A small church with long 13C chancel, 19C rebuilt E gable, vestiges of 12C origins in N wall, 16C north chapel, 14C wall painting of St Christopher is the subject of this application' gives the useful information.) Also, give full details of the item/s for which a grant is sought and also the date (or an approximate date).
4. Short statement of the a) nature, b) extent, and c) degree of urgency and timetable of the work contemplated, with an estimated cost, accompanied by an architect's specification or a conservator's report and, where possible, photographs and architectural drawings. Where the proposed works are divided under several heads, the estimated cost should be shown for each heading separately, and indicated under which head a grant is sought. Applications for internal work should include a statement from an architect confirming that the essential fabric of the church is in good order and weatherproof, and these shall be considered in addition to the information written below.  (Answer should not be more than 1 side of A4.)
