The Society welcomes applications for funds for the support of archaeological, documentary and antiquarian research within its fields of interest from:

· Students (see Wheeler Fund)
· Early career researchers (see Research Grants, noting the Joan Pye Award)

· Established scholars (see Research Grants, Jones Fund, Janet Arnold Award)

· Independent researchers of any age (see Research Grants)

Awards are made for:

· Archaeological and Antiquarian research (see Research Grants)

· British archaeology (see Research Grants, Jones Fund)

· Study of Western Dress (see Janet Arnold Award)

· Travel (see Wheeler and Lambarde Funds)
Timetable

Deadline for applications: 15 January each year. It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that references arrive by this deadline. Late applications or those with missing references will not be considered.

Applications considered by the Society’s Research Committee: early March

Listed below are the details of the various grants which the Society offers. The Research Committee makes the final decision about the fund from which to make an award and informs successful candidates of the name of their award.

Please note:

· The dissemination of the results of research is fundamental, and applicants are expected to be clear how this will be done in their applications. In addition, the Society may request short reports suitable for Fellowship News, SALON or for its web pages, and may invite the grant holders to give a lecture on their project.

· Projects should not start before 1 April in the year of application. 

· Retrospective applications cannot be considered.

· Grants will not be awarded for the salaries of those holding current appointments, but the cost of additional staff, e.g. a temporary research assistant for new projects, may be considered in exceptional cases but only for named individuals.

· Grants will not be awarded to pay overheads.

· Grants will not be awarded for research that is part of work for a degree (except for the Wheeler Fund).

· Grants will be paid in pounds sterling.

· The Society does not facilitate the granting of visas.

· Successful applicants need to demonstrate that they have received all relevant permissions to undertake their project before the funds are released.

TRAVEL GRANTS

The Tessa & Mortimer Wheeler Travel Fund (travel awards for students)
The Fund was established in memory of Sir Mortimer and Tessa Verney Wheeler as the result of an appeal by the British Academy, the Institute of Archaeology and the Society of Antiquaries.  The purpose of the fund is to assist students of archaeology (undergraduates or first-year post-graduate) to gain experience in the field in the UK and abroad.  A total of £2,000 is available each year, with successful applicants receiving up to £500. The Wheeler application form can be can be downloaded from the Society’s website or obtained from the General Secretary. 

Usual amount of award: up to £500.
The William Lambarde (1536–1601) Memorial Fund (travel awards for non-students)
The Fund was established as a result of a bequest to the Society by Mrs M.E. Lambarde with additional funding from the Society.  The fund gives grants for scholarships for travel in the field of archaeology or antiquarian studies.  These awards are made annually with approximately £2,000 being available each year; successful applicants can receive amounts up to £500.  The Lambarde application form can be downloaded from the Society’s website or obtained from the General Secretary.  Awards will not normally be made to support work for postgraduate degrees. Usual amount of award: up to £500
RESEARCH GRANTS

Research Grants (a competition, open to all except students, for research in all aspects of the material past)

The Society’s investments, including a number of bequests, are used to support a wide range of research covering the Fellowships’ interests. Applications are welcomed for:
· Projects that entail new initiatives and/or create interdisciplinary interest

· Projects of definable scale or duration to which the Society will be a major contributor

· Projects based on funds derived from a number of sources to which the Society will be one contributor (but not those which simply ‘top up’ applications to major funding bodies). Although part of a larger project, the Society’s grants should be used to support a definable objective with concrete outcomes

· Projects must have clearly defined objectives that lead to publication.

Applications should include a clear and detailed summary of the research aims and design, including a clear statement of the contribution of the proposed research to scholarship, with costings and proposed duration
Usual amount of award: £500 – £5,000 awarded on an annual basis with possible renewal for up to two consecutive years for the same project; a new application is required for each year. 

Amongst these, the Committee will decide to make a number of named awards to commemorate various bequests:

The Marion Gilchrist Wilson Awards for research projects in southern Britain 
The Joan Pye Awards for early-career researchers (within 5 years of completing their PhD), in the fields of prehistoric and Roman archaeology in the United Kingdom.  

The Hugh Chapman Memorial Research Fund for research projects on the Western Roman Empire or antiquarian matters in London and its environs.

The Janet Arnold (1932-1998) Award (for researching Western dress)
The award was established by Miss Arnold to further in-depth study of the history of Western dress.  Applicants must be able to demonstrate that they wish to pursue a particular piece of original research based on items of dress or their remains with a view to eventually disseminating the results through publication, display, cataloguing, teaching or through practical use in conservation or accurate reproduction.  The award may be used for travel, accommodation and incidental expenses such as purchase of photographs. 

Usual amount of award: £350-2,000
The Jones Fund (for projects on Mucking, Essex or related field archaeological studies)
The bequest from the estate of the late Mrs M U Jones, FSA, may be used to support fieldwork and research. First priority will be given to applications related to excavations at Mucking, Essex,1965-78. Otherwise applications pertaining to the following research themes will be considered for funding: (1) British landscape archaeology of the periods covered in the Mucking excavation (i.e. Neolithic to post-medieval); (2) Projects relating to the methodology for the field investigation, excavation or analysis of large sites or landscapes.
Usual amount of award: up to £10,500.
You must submit 12 copies of your application form and 12 of each reference

except that if you apply to the Wheeler Fund you should submit 4 copies of your application form and 4 of you reference
