Information for Production Companies
The Society of Antiquaries is pleased to offer its historic grade II* Listed apartments for the use of production companies making programmes that have a broadly educational purpose.

Rooms Available

There are three rooms available for filming; the latter two are lined with historic books: 

· Meeting Room (a 100-seat lecture theatre)

· Council Room (a board room)

· Fellows Room

The Main Library may also be used, but filming is not permitted between 10:00am and 5:00pm, 6:30pm on Thursdays. Filming in the Library is at the discretion of the Head of Library and Collections.

The apartments are not available at any time on Thursdays during the spring and autumn lecture programme, the dates of which can be confirmed with our Bookings Secretary.

All rooms are available to view to determine their suitability, please contact our Bookings Secretary at admin@sal.org.uk for an appointment.

Filming Conditions

To preserve the security of the apartments and the property therein you must first agree to the conditions set out in the Location Contract before filming can commence. These conditions are summarized below.

1. Filming is restricted to outside normal opening hours of 9:30am – 5:00pm.

2. There will be overtime costs for the Security Manager and at least one other member of the Society’s staff may be required to be on hand. 

3. Filming of some objects or paintings in the rooms may be restricted for insurance and security reasons, specific details will be provided during a preliminary meeting.

4. The Society requires production companies to organise Indemnity Cover for personal injury and damage to property arising from filming/recording activities whilst on the Society's premises.

5. That payment of the fees for use of the Society's premises is settled within one month of invoicing. VAT will be added on all rates.

6. Any changes to the filming arrangements must first be confirmed with our Bookings Secretary to ensure that these can be accommodated.

7. To protect the many museum objects and paintings in the rooms we ask that you comply with the conditions set out in the Location Contract regarding the use of lighting.

The use of tungsten and tungsten-halogen lamps

· Illuminance not to exceed 2500lux for any object in the field of lighting.

· Illuminated for minimum time.  

· Lights to be directed away from antiquities or specified objects or shielded by screens when not filming or setting-up.

· No equipment will be placed within 2m of any antiquity or specified object.

Additional conditions for filming in the Main Library 

These conditions are additional to those stipulated in the Information Sheet for Production Companies

· Filming in the Main Library room can only take place when it is closed, that is either before 9.45am or after 5.15pm Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday. If filming takes place in the morning all production personnel and equipment must be removed by 9.45am.

· For security purposes, a representative of the Society must be present during filming in the Main Library. The costs involved are detailed in the Filming Rates Schedule.

· Film interviews may be undertaken in the Fellows Room or the Council Room during the week.

· The Society has many old, rare and fragile items that require careful handling. Production crews must not remove any books or objects from shelves or elsewhere in the Library unless previously agreed with the Head of Library and Collections. 

· Requests to film still shots of library materials must be made separately to the Head of Library and Collections, for which there is a separate fee structure.

· Production crews must not bring food or beverages onto the premises.
