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2020/21 COUNCIL NOMINATIONS 

Statute 4.4 requires that one-third of the ordinary Council Members should retire at each Anniversary Meeting, meaning that of the nine current ordinary Members, three must stand down. John Maddison, Elizabeth Hallam-Smith and Alan Lloyd will all retire at the end of their three-year terms of appointment to Council, and three new ordinary members of Council are to be appointed accordingly.
At the 2020 Anniversary Meeting, therefore, there will be elections (if required) for three members of Council. According to the Statutes, no Fellow can be elected into any of these positions unless either recommended by Council or nominated by five Fellows before 1 March 2020. 

Council wishes to consider the skills offered by candidates for these positions after having reviewed the nominations put forward by the Fellowship. Accordingly, in their meeting on 12 March 2020, they will look at all the nominations made, and make recommendations for appointment to the vacant positions. If in March 2020 there are more nominations than places available, there will be elections at the Anniversary Meeting.

It is Council’s duty, as Trustees, to seek to ensure that the trustee body has the range of skills and capabilities to govern the Society. We have identified the skills that we need on Council as business management; exhibition and interpretation, management of the Society’s historic collections; fund raising; PR; property management from a legal perspective (e.g. a lawyer with a background in property law), and would encourage all Fellows to help us identify individuals who can contribute in these areas.
No timescale is set in the Statutes for the start of nominations to any of these posts, but the closing date of 1 March, before the Anniversary Meeting, is final. I therefore invite you to consider putting forward nominations for the three Council Members, supported by the necessary five Fellows, and with the confirmation that the person nominated is willing to stand in the election (see Statutes 4.7). A nomination form can be found overleaf or in the Fellows’ Area of the website under ‘Council/Council nominations’. As you will see on the form, a brief statement about your candidate’s suitability for the role is also required so that when reviewing nominations, Council, as Trustees of the Society, can seek to ensure that it has the skills it needs on its governing body.
